ASIAN 1109 FWS: Asian Religions in American Literature, Art & Politics
25999 3 units TR 10:10-11:25 J. Young

What do Thoreau, Kerouac, Bruce Lee, cartoon character Lisa Simpson, and basketball coach Phil Jackson have
in common? All have drawn in substantial ways from Asian religions such as Buddhism, Hinduism, and Taoism.
In this course, we will explore the ways in which Asian Religions have shaped and inspired the literary
productions of notable American artists, how Asian Religions have been central to many Americans' spiritual
qguests, and how Asian traditions have been presented in the American media and popular culture. We will
employ various academic methods to address each of these points. Our writing assignments will focus on
learning how to produce clear, academic prose. However, students will also have the opportunity to write
ethnographies, opinion articles, creative writing pieces, and more.

An introduction to seven genres of Japanese performing arts from the fourteenth through nineteenth
centuries. In addition to examining pivotal moments in itinerant storytelling, dramatic literature, and
dramaturgical treatises, we will also consider transformations in performance spaces and costuming as well as
the traditions of artistic transmission. We will also be viewing recordings of modern performances and
cinematic adaptations. All readings will be in English; no knowledge of Japanese language will be required.

ASIAN 3370 Global Martial Arts Film & Literature (also COML 3701/FILM 3701)

Required: weekly film viewings W 7:30—9:30 p.m. With recent blockbusters such as Kill Bill, Kung Fu Hustle,

Hero and The Matrix,as pi r i t ual and bodily discipline frimom m

an object of popular consumption in transnational cinema. This course studies the Asianization of global
postmodern culture by comparing the historical routes, institutional bases, and ideologies of representations
of martial arts in film and literature. Our questions will include the historical origins of martial arts and martial
arts cinema; di fferences bet ween KéngyTaianaafid Halywdod
popular culture; Orientalism, race, and masculinity in transnational cinema; kinship, rites, honor, and duty in
Chinese society; kung fu as philosophy; and the relation of martial arts to women, ethics, nation, work and
pleasure. (LL)

ASIAN 5505 Methodology of Asian Language
17526 2 units T 10:10-12:05 R. Sukle

This is a course for anyone interested in the pedagogy of Asian languages; required for graduate students
seeking appointment as teaching assistants and those seeking continuing appointments as teaching associates
in the Department of Asian Studies for Chinese, Hindi & Urdu, Japanese and Korean. The course presents
theories of language teaching and learning, provides classroom observation and practice teaching, and
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outlines the basics of phonology, morphology, grammar, sociolinguistics, pragmatics, and discourse structure
and other features of language use. (LL)

ASIAN 2202 Introduction to Japanese Film (also FILM 2202) (CA-AS) @ #
26171 4 units TR 11:40-12:55 J.M. Law

This course is designed to familiarize the students with developments and directors in Japanese cinema in the
20" & 21° centuries. Beginning with a brief overview of the advent of silent film in Japan, we turn to an
expl oration of the ideol ogical uses of film in
works of Japanese major early post war film directors, including Ozu Yasujiro, Mizoguchi Kenji, Kurosawa Akira
and Imamura Shohei. We then turn to late twentieth century developments, including the global rise of
Studio Ghibli (Miyazawa Hayao and Hayahata Isao) and other anime (Satoshi Kon and others) and popular
directors with instant success such as Itami Juzo and a number of other directors (Makoto Shinzaki). The
course will demonstrate how the success of Japanese film has always been tied to its ability to deal with
complex social issues and place them in the public arena for scrutiny and discussion. Students in this class will
become familiar with many of the unique innovations of Japanese directors and see how these artists and
their stylistic developments have influenced cinema in many other contexts around the world. Monday night
viewings for this class are required. (SC)

ASIAN 2245 Gamelan in Indonesian History and Culture (also MUSIC 1341/VISST 2744)(LA-AS) @
10400 3 units MWF 2:30-3:20 C. Miller

Department Consent Required. No previous knowledge of musical notation or performance experience
necessary. An introduction to Indonesia through its art. Elementary techniques of performance on the
Javanese gamelan; a general introduction to Indonesian history and cultures, and the socio-cultural contexts
for the arts there. Several short papers and one longer research report are required. (SC)

ASIAN 2260 Popular Culture of Japan
26172 3 units MW 2:55-4:10 J. Kanemitsu

In this writing-intensive course, we will examine and analyze the mass and pop cultures of Japan from the
Tokugawa period (1600-1868) up to the present, considering how the cultural conventions of different eras
have been coded, decoded, and recoded. The overall course will be divided into a variety of modules,
including media and communication; illustrated fiction and manga; theater, TV melodrama, and anime; gender
identity, recreation, fashion. (SC)

ASIAN 2275 History of Modern South Asia (also HIST 2750) (HA-AS) @ #
24747 4 units MWEF 11:15-12:05 D. Ghosh

This introductory course is a broad survey of the history of the Indian subcontinent from the end of the
Mughal Empire around 1700 to the present. This course is framed by two major transitions: from a Mughal
government to British colonial government, and from colonialism to several postcolonial states. Prominent
themes in the course include the emergence of religious and regional identities, ethnic violence, social reform

and the ®“woman question,” deindustrial i zalartales,
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by a varied group of scholars, this course questions whether there is such a thing as one history of South Asia.

ASIAN 3336 Korean Film, Gender and Globalization (also FGSS 3336) (CA-AS) @ #
26174 3 units TR 1:25-2:40 J. Pak

The * Kor ean Wave?”, or Hal | yu, films, dr amas, mu s i
become a formidable cultural & aesthetic force in the world. Through the Korean Wave films, dramas, & other
forms of media, this course highlights issues of gender & globalization in modern Korean history, society &
culture. With lectures, readings, & film viewings, this course will examine the themes of gender relationships

& transnational/trans local globalization at the trans formative nexus of Korea. The contemporary Korean
society & culture, within & without the peninsula, are in a constant state of flux, osmosis & metamorphosis in
terms of gender negotiations, education migrations, diasporic settlements, & family and generational
conflicts/compromises, amidst growing & enlarged opportunities for women & men toward self-actualization,
including life style choices, citizenship, activism, travel, & leisure. The class discussion will include historical
controversies & debates, and reviewing and writing techniques, in addition to exploring historiography &
filmography in the era of technological revolution. What do relationship, communication, commitment and
marriage mean for modern Korean men and women? How did gender roles, politics of relationship and
cultural expectations change for both men and women -- from traditional patriarchy to colonial rule to military
dictatorship to participatory democracy? How does the gender situation in Korea compare with other
societies? For Korean and Asian women, how has the ideal woman evolved from Neo-Confucian virtuous
woman to “wise mother and sweet wife” to new won
mean to be a free, creative, imaginative, and independent human being in Korean society today? (SC)

ASIAN 3346 Modern Japanese Politics (also GOVT 3463) (SBA-AS) @
24719 4 units TR 2:55-4:10 S. Martin

In the 1980s, Japan was number one. The consolidation of its postwar democracy and rapid economic growth
offered an alternative political economic model for emerging democracies. By the 1990s, the economic bubble

burst and provided momentum for reforming the Japanese way of doing politics. Whereas the U.S. sought to

l earn from Japan’s success i n t htefailde9td foktically veslving o w
our own econhomic <crisis. This course examines t
struggle to reach a new political equilibrium through reforms aimed at producing a better democracy. These

broad themes will be addressed through a close analysis of citizen engagement with the institutional
framework in an increasingly global context. (SC)

ASIAN 3386 Translating Southeast Asia through Film (also ASIAN 6687/VISST 3360) (CA-AS) @
26183 4 units T 2:30-4:25 L. Paterson

In Western films Southeast Asia has always been portrayed as an exotic locale of romance, haunting

| andscapes, and “inscrutable” smiling natives.
Southeast Asia have been portrayed in Western cinema, in juxtaposition with films produced in the countries
themselves. In what ways is this exotic region constructed through Western eyes? To what degree has
Southeast Asian cinema itself imitated the Occidental construct? What are the cultural themes explored by
Southeast Asian filmmakers themselves? Through close analysis of the films, we will explore the process of
visual translation from reality to fantasy in both the local and international contexts. (SC)
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ASIAN 3396 Southeast Asian History from the 18" Century (also HIST 3960/6960, ASIAN 6696) (HA-AS) @
8042 4 units TR 10:10-11:25 E. Tagliacozzo

Surveys the modern history of Southeast Asia with special attentions to colonialism, the Chinese Diaspora, and
sociocultu r a | institutions. Considers gl obal transfor
Southeast Asia. Focuses on the development of the modern nation—state, but also questions the narrative by
incorporating groups that are typically excluded. Assigns primary texts in translation. (SC)

ASIAN 4413 Religion & Politics in Southeast Asia (also ANTHR 4513) (CA-AS) @
25644 4 units W 10:10-12:05 A. Willford

This course explores how religious beliefs and practices in Southeast Asia have been transformed by the
combined forces of colonialism, nationalism, and globalization. By examining both diversity and resurgence in
one of the world’s most rapidly modernizing regi
political conditions that are contributing to the popularity of contemporary religious movements. At the same
time, we also consider the unique ideological, theological, and cultural understandings behind different
religions and movements. Through this process we also rethink conceptions of modernity. (SC)

ASIAN 4417 Themes & Problems in Asian Studies (CA-AS) #
9052 4 units M 2:30-4:25 B. deBary

Strongly recommended for Asian Studies majors and prospective majors, this course provides an overview of
themes and problems central to work in Asian Studies. We will see how Asian Studies developed as a field of
academic inquiry, and explore central themes in the present discipline of Asian Studies. How are Asian
traditions invented and transmitted? How do we study the histories of Asian literatures and aesthetics? How

have mixed media and technologies shaped Asian worlds from the age of manuscripts and block prints to the
digital era? What is the place of rituale” amd npe
phenomenon in Asia? This course is intended for juniors and seniors. Open to first- and second-year students

only with permission of instructor. (SC)

ASIAN 4418 Research Methods in Colonial & Post-Colonial Indochina
26030 4 units W 10:10-12:05 L. Paterson

This course will explore research methods and issues which emerge from study of the colonies of former
French Indochina. It will be targeted to address specific problems which emerge from a study of these
countries. (SC)

ASIAN 4429 Vitality & Power in China (also STS 4911, SHUM 4931, RELST 4931, BSOC 4911, HIST 4931, CAPS 4931)
25324 4 units T 2:30-4:25 T.J. Hinrichs

Chinese discourses have long linked the circulation of cosmic energies, political power, and bodily vitalities. In
these models political order, spiritual cultivation, and health are achieved and enhanced through harmonizing
these flows across the levels of Heaven-and-Earth, state, and humankind. It is when these movements are
blocked or out of synchrony that we find disordered climates, societies, and illness. In this course, we will
examine the historical emergence and development of these models of politically resonant persons and bodily
centered polities, reading across primary texts in translation from these otherwise often separated fields. For
alternate frameworks of analysis as well as for comparative perspectives, we will also examine theories of
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power and embodiment from other cultures, including recent scholarship in anthropology and critical theory.
(SC)

ASIAN 4435 Theatre & Society: A Comparative Study of Asian Dramatic Cultures (also THETR 4320)
26784 4 units R 2:30-4:25 H. Yan

This course is a study of Chinese and Japanese theatres with an emphasis on the profound ruptures and
variable continuities between “the traditional
dramatic movements in both countries since the beginning of the twentieth century. While major traditional
forms of Chinese and Japanese theatres will be introduced and studied in the course, plays by modern Chinese
authors such as Hu Shi, Ouyang Yugian, Hong Shen, Cao Yu, Guo Moruo and Lao She, modern Japanese
authors such as Kishida Kunio, Kubo Sakae, Yukio Mishima, Masakazu Yamazaki, Minoru Betsuyaku, and Seiichi
Yashiro will be examined with special attention paid to the transformative ways in which those artists engage
their respective traditions and the cultural forces of international modernisms. The aesthetic, social and
political cross-currents between these two historically distinctive Asian dramatic cultures will be further
explored in their differential relationships with, and shifting placements in, the changing force fields of
globalizing modernity throughout the century. DVDs and other visual materials are used. (SC)

ASIAN 4474 Contemporary Chinese Art (also ARTH 4817/6817, ASIAN 6674) (LA-AS) @
4 units T 10:10-12:05 A. Pan

Contemporary Chinese art has been studied and displayed chiefly through exhibitions and their accompanying
catalogues. A systematic analysis is warranted after nearly two decades of its initial introduction to the West.
This course aims at historicizing contemporary Chinese art through studying, critiquing, and chronologizing as
well as other methods of categorizing the visual materials and the vast array of writings to understand
contemporary Chinese art in both a Chinese and a global context. (SC)

Limited to graduate students. A forum for graduate students to present their work and discuss the work of
others.

Religion

ASIAN 2277 Maeditation in Indian Culture (also RELST 2277) (CA-AS) @ #
7508 3 units MWEF 11:15-12:05 D. Gold

This course probes the truths behind traditional claims of the priority of internal practice in Indian traditions.
We will examine both practices themselves, techniques of meditation and contemplation, religious ways of
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using intellect, forms of chant and ritual, and the dynamics through which these have left a wider mark on
South Asian civilization. These dynamics include not only the evident reverberations of practice in
philosophical reflection and socio-religious institutions, but also wide-ranging processes of stylization,
elaboration, and popularization found throughout South Asian culture. In order to get a sense of the
experiences treated in classical religious texts, students will be expected to experiment with some basic
meditation practices. At least as important for the work of the course (and much more important for the
grade) will be the ways in which students situate these practices within larger South Asian world views as
suggested by doctrines, rituals, iconic forms, and literary texts. To keep the interaction between internal
practice and broader world views central, we will examine both Hindu and Buddhist sources, consistently
examining the ways in which similar practices are given distinct shapes by the two religious traditions. (RL)

ASIAN 3309 Temple in the World: Buddhism in Contemporary South & Southeast Asia (also RELST 3309)
25415 3 units TR 10:10-11:25 A. Blackburn

Buddhism is often thought of as a meditative and philosophical tradition, remote from the concerns and
pleasures of everyday life, practical ethics, and politics. This course explores the unfolding of Buddhist life in
contemporary South and Southeast Asia, in locations such as Burma, Thailand, India, Sri Lanka, Malaysia, and
Cambodia. We will see how the practices of meditation and philosophical reflection enter the lives of
Buddhists, along with other expressions of devotion, aesthetic fascination, political action, and sociability. Our
goal will be to recognize the sensual, emotional, and social qualities of Buddhist practice, and the ways in
which life unfolds in a Buddhist idiom. (RL)

ASIAN 3351 Indian Religious Worlds (also ASIAN 6655/RELST 3351) (CA-AS) @
25478 4 units MW 2:55-4:10 D. Gold

A study of religious traditions as lived today in the Indian subcontinent. Alongside some underlying similarities,
attention is paid to differences in piety and practice within alternative environments: urban and rural, male
and female, more and less orthodox. In addition to several Hindu traditions, Sikh, Jain, Buddhist, and Muslim
traditions may also be treated. Readings include ethnologies and perhaps a novel. (RL)

ASIAN 3359 Japanese Buddhism (also RELST 3359) (HA-AS) @ #
26181 4 units TR 10:10-11:25 J.M. Law

Focuses on six figures in Japanese Buddhism: Saich6 (767-822), Kukai (774-835), Honen (113-1212), Nchiren
(1222-1282), Dogen (1200-1253) and Hakuin (1686-1769). Studies their lives, writings, core practices and
doctrines, and a central religious dynamic the work of each embodies: establishment of a Mahayana
ordination, esoteric practice, the popularization of Buddhism, Buddhist pro-nationalist ideologies, and
establishment of Zen meditation as iconic "Japanese" Buddhism. (RL)

ASIAN 4438 Monks, Texts & Relics (also RELST 4438/6638, ASIAN 6638) (CA-AS)
4242 4 units TR 2:55-4:10 A. Blackburn

What role did magic and ritual play in the growth of Buddhism in South and Southeast Asia? Where did
Buddhist monks travel and why? This course examines how Buddhist communities were formed by networks
that carried monks, potent texts, and relic talismans throughout these regions, from the beginning of
Buddhism to the present day. (RL)
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ASIAN 4449 History & Methods of the Academic Study of Religion (also RELST 4449) (KCM-AS) #
25476 4 units T 2:30-4:25 D. Boucher

Prerequisite: One course satisfying the religious studies major. Provides advanced students in religious
studies or the humanities familiarity with important methodological issues in the academic study of religion.
Following a brief historical outline, major approaches to the academic study of religion currently used and
discussed in religious studies are examined. Students read works from the following approaches to the study
of religion: anthropology, philosophical hermeneutics, phenomenology, history of religions, the sociology of
religion and critical ideological studies. In the final segment, the course focuses on recent developments in the
field of religious studies. (RL)

26630 3 units M 3:00-5:00 T. Chaloemtiarana

Undergrads interested in taking this class need permission. This seminar focuses not so much on a debate
about whethertherei s a f ormal field of Southeast Asi an
that have fascinated scholars. We will be approaching these questions by asking faculty members to talk
about their work and to engage faculty and students in conversations about scholarship on Southeast Asia.
Therefore, the seminar will be a team taught course that will look at Southeast Asian studies through the lens
and experiences of individual faculty members. Students will learn how the faculty came to study Southeast
Asia, what background and training they had, what books they read, what fundamental disciplinary concerns
animated their research and writing, and how they applied these disciplinary considerations to Southeast
Asian sites. Faculty will also discuss the evolution/development of their work through the course of their
careers. This seminar will allow graduate students to learn not only about the scope of the field, but to situate
themselves within this intellectual enterprise and community. The seminar is particularly helpful to new
students contemplating selection of graduate committee members. The seminar will begin with sessions
designed to instruct students in methods of identifying, locating, and using resources for the study of
Southeast Asia (this seminar will also fulfill Asian 6613 required for MA students). Emphasis is on the practical
aspects of using various types of bibliographical tools to identify primary and secondary sources in Southeast
Asian and Western languages. Electronic databases, video resources, and online services as well as traditional
printed resources are covered.
